Its grape growers succeed in many differing environments up and down the
state from the fog influenced coastal valleys of Sonoma, Napa and Carneros, to
the hot irrigated Central Valley and Monterey, Santa Barbera and Edna Valley
on the Pacific coast and to Themecula on the Mexican boarder. California
produces a range of varieties such as Cabernet Sauvignon, Chardonnay, Pinot
Noir, Zinfandel, Merlot, Syrah.

Migotto. Round in the mouth with notes of sweet black cherries, brambles and
chewy tannins. Oak ageing gives a vanilla and toasty character which lasts long
into the finish.
